At this season we search our lives for areas that require tikkun.  What practices do we need to establish?  What relationships fix?  Where is there a yearning for healing?  What new vision must be created at this time? For these Days of Awe, I have prepared a series of sermons that lift up the potential for tikkun in our lives.
